CONSTITUTION
RUSH HENRIETTA ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION, INC.
ARTICLE 1 – NAME
Section 1: The name of this organization shall be the Rush Henrietta Athletic Association, Inc. (Hereinafter referred to as RHAA).

Section 2: The principal office of RHAA shall be located in the Rush Henrietta School District.

Section 3: RHAA is a not-for-profit organization.

ARTICLE 2 - PURPOSE

Section 1: The purpose of RHAA is to provide supervised baseball and softball recreation for the youth within the Rush Henrietta School District.

ARTICLE 3 - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1: There shall be three degrees of membership in RHAA:

A. Executive Committee,

B. Board of Directors, consisting of not more than 30 voting members, including the Executive Committee, and

C. General Members, consisting of any parent, guardian, interested adults and the Board of Directors.

Section 2: The Board of Directors is to be elected by the general membership at the September meeting of odd numbered years.
Section 3: New members can be elected to the Board of Directors after attending two (2) consecutive meetings.

Section 4: The Board of Directors shall be eligible to serve an unlimited number of two (2) year terms.
ARTICLE 4 - OFFICERS

Section 1: The officers of RHAA shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and Commissioner (hereinafter known as the Executive Committee).
Section 2: The Board of Directors shall elect the Executive Committee at the September meeting of odd years.  The term of office shall begin at the first meeting following the election and shall run through two (2) calendar years.  An officer may be elected to an unlimited number of terms.  Members voting in an Executive Committee election must have been voting members of the Board for six (6) months.
Section 3: If the office of President becomes vacant for any reason, the Vice President shall immediately succeed to the office.  In the event any other Executive Office shall become vacant more than ninety (90) days prior to the next election, the office shall be filled through a special election requiring at least two (2) candidates.

Section 4: The highest ranking Executive Officer in attendance shall preside at each meeting.

ARTICLE 5 – Committees
Section 1: There shall be four (4) standing committees – Building and Grounds, Baseball/Softball, Registration, Finance and Publicity.  Each non-Executive Board Member is to serve on two (2) committees of their choice.  General members are welcome to serve on one or more committees.  

Section 2: From time to time there may be one or more ad hoc committees formed.  If there are no volunteers to chair these committees, the Executive Committee will appoint a non-Executive Board member to oversee it.
ARTICLE 6 – REMOVAL FROM OFFICE
Section 1: Any Officer of the Executive Committee, Board of Directors or Committee Chairpersons may be removed from his/her position(s) as a result or failure to fulfill the duties set forth or for conduct detrimental to the best interests of RHAA. Action will be taken after a ten (10) day notice,  A motion of discharge or retain shall occur upon review of the Executive Committee (three(3) minimum) and a majority vote of the Board of Directors present.
ARTICLE 7 – MEETINGS OF RHAA
Section 1: RHAA shall hold monthly meetings for the purpose of carrying out their business. Parliamentary Procedure according to Robert’s Rules of Order shall be followed.

Section 2: Types of Meetings:

A. Monthly meeting dates to be determined by the Board of Directors at their first annual meeting.  The starting time of 7:00 PM will be observed with adjournment not later than 9:00 PM, unless a majority of the members present vote to continue the meeting.

B. Special meetings may be called on seventy-two (72) hours notice by any Officer or any Board of Directors member with an Officer’s approval.

Section 3: Any Board of Directors member missing three (3) consecutive monthly meetings without an excuse approved by the Executive Committee during the October through September time frame will be subject to removal the Board.
ARTICLE 8 - VOTING
Section 1: All Board of Director members in good standing shall be entitled to one (1) vote on each motion before RHAA.
Section 2: All voting shall be at the voting place.  No absentee ballots.

Section 3: A candidate receiving a majority of votes cast shall be declared elected. More than three (3) candidates can be elected by plurality clause.

Section 4: A simple majority of the current voting membership of the Board must be present to be able to vote on any motion.

ARTICLE 9 - FUNDS

Section 1: The Treasurer shall properly deposit all monies raised or collected by RHAA in RHAA’s bank account.  An updated financial report shall be given at each monthly meeting.
Section 2: The President of RHAA shall verify the monthly balance. Semiannual audits, conducted by members of the Finance Committee (excluding the Treasurer), showing the complete financial standings of RHAA in assets, income, and disbursements shall be presented to the President and given to the membership.

Section 3: The Executive Committee shall be bonded to cover embezzlement and defalcation or theft.

ARTICLE 10 - AMENDMENTS
Section 1: This Constitution may be amended only by two thirds (2/3) vote of the total Board of Directors.  Notice of the proposed action must be given to each member at his/her last known address at least seven (7) days prior therein.
